ADRA

The four letters in the name of the organisation are the initials of its English
name - The Adventist Development and Relief Agency. As the English text states,
ADRA is an international organisation operating approximately in one hundred
and twenty-five countries of the world. The first word of the title also indicates
the founder of the organisation - The Seventh-day Adventist Church. ADRA Czech
Republic was founded on May 29, 1992, at the time when the country was under-

going radical changes and transformation into civil society, based on traditional

democratic principles. ADRA is a member of the FORS platform of humanitarian
and development agencies.

ADRA Civic Association (hereinafter ADRA) operates during extraordinary
domestic and international circumstances in the form of instant immedi-
ate assistance known as humanitarian aid. In addition to the humanitarian
activities abroad, there are also long-term developmental projects with the goal
of aiding vulnerable groups to take control over their own lives, using local, eas-
ily obtained resources. ADRA, however, also continues to reinforce its position

athome. For example, in the field of volunteer work, it is seen as one of the most
influential organisations in the Czech Republic today.

ADRA's mission is to help people in need, regardless of racial, sthnic, gender,
religious, political or cultural differences.

ADRA carries out its activities thanks to the support of regular donars,
donations by firms and individuals, as well as through public collections.
It makes bids in open competitions, tenders and grants offered by the ministries
of the Czech Republic. In the case of humanitarian aid, the immediate aid after
catastrophes, it uses the possibility of networking together with other national
ADRA organisations or with other renowned organisations with similar aims,
aswell. Inthe Czech Republic, it makes use of the possibilities for support not only
from the ministries, but also from grants by regions, cities and small towns.

ADRA BRANCH OFFICES IN THE CZECH REPUBLIC

Nowy Jiéin and Stranik
Two safe houses offer accommodation especially for mothers with chil-
dren who have found themselves in difficult life situations. The safe house
in Nowy Jigin, with non-stop operation, additionally provides temporary shelter
to individuals wha na longer have a roof over their heads. Both safe houses are
owned by the towns themselves with ADRA taking care of their operations.
The safe houses offer help to peaple who are caught up in difficult life situations
and through their activities, the houses try to help these individuals reintegrate
into society, leading to a responsible and independent approach to managing
their own life situations while maintaining basic human dignity and respect.

Hradec Kralové

Counselling Centre for Victims of Crime and Violence—Expert social counselling
For the past eight years, ADRA has been offering help to victims of violence,
domesticvialence, crime, and parties involved in serious family conflicts. Amang
the main services of the counselling centre are psychotherapeutic consultations
(both individual and group therapies) and counselling in the field of criminal
law. With the support of the Czech Ministry of the Interior, it has also expanded
its activities in psychotherapeutic work regarding aggression.

Children’s Crisis Centre—Crisis help

Since July 1, 2009, ADRA, in Hradec Krélové, has been operating a Children’s
Crists Centre. This service aids children and youths between the ages of seven
and eighteen with life crisis situations, such as domestic violence, serious
family conflicts, running away from home, criminal activity, etc. The Children’s
Crisis Centre works in close cooperation with the Hradec Krdlové Social
Services Department of Children’s Protection.

Ceska Lipa
The main goal of the operations of this centre was to minimise the effects
of the economic crisis on citizens of Ceskd Lipa and its surroundings. Since
March 2009, there has thus been an Information Centre for Families in Financial
Need available to the public. In 2010, two public lectures were presented there
on the theme of “Avoiding Indebtness” In that same vear, the centre finished
ayear-long local social work investigation in the housing developments of Sever
and Kopetek, where, with the financial support of the town, it mapped problems
of citizens living in these locations and came up with preconditions
for the future resolution of those problems. Since January 2010, the centre has
also provided a volunteer centre, sending volunteers to twelve health and social
welfare organisations in the region. Additionally, the centre coordinated
volunteers during the floading in the Liberec and Usti nad Labem regions.

Ceske Budgjovice )
Dobrovolnické centrum v Ceskych Budgjovicich pracovalo ve trech
oblastech. Byly to humanitarni programy, ve kterych dobrovolnici pomahali
ndrazové pri krizowch udélostech. Nekter{ z nich byli proskaleni v psycho-
socialni asistenci nebo v koordinaci dobrovolnikdl pri povodnich. Druhou
oblastl byly dobrovolnické programy tykajici se péée o seniory a lidi
s postizenim.

Frydek-Mistek, HaviFov, Trinec
Dobrovolnicke centrum realizovalo v roce 2010 programy na Frydecko-Mistecku,
Trinecku, Novojicinsku, v Havirové a v Ceském TeSing. Zapojilo 368 dlouhodabych
dobrovolnikd do 30 program(. Dobrovolnici vénovali seniordm, détem, zdravotng
postizenym a socialné potrebnym 18 446 hodin. Pokracovalo se v projektu domact
hospicové péce a zapljcovani polohovacich postel. Na dinnosti studentského
dobrovolnického klubu se podilelo osmnact studentd, kter{ pripravili sedm-
nact akel pro klienty socidlnich a zdravotnickych zariizent. V Trinci pokragoval
projekt Civiln{ ochrany mésta s jedendcti dobrovolniky. \Wraznym podinem
centra v roce 2010 byla reorganizace socialntho Satniku a otevrent charita-
tivnt burzy. Materidln pomoc byla touto formou poskytnuta 2 730 osobdm.
Burza je i nadéle oteviena kazdé Utery a stfedu. Na podzim roku 2010 byla
zahajena spoluprace se sdruzenim Romodrom v programu dougovani déti.
Mezi nejwznamngjsi udalosti roku pattilo otevieni detaSovaného pracovisté
v Havirovg, kampari u prileZitosti Mezinarodniho dne dobrovolnikd, propagace
v ramei hudebniho festivalu Sweetsenfest, dny ADRA na zakladnich Skolach
azapojent dobrovolniki prit mistnich povodnich.

Ostrava
Dobrovolnické centrum v Ostravé funguje jiZ tretim rokem. Jeho Ginnost
se neustdle rozrlistd, v roce 2010 se podarilo dspgsné zavést dobrovolnictul
v dalsich Gtyrech prijimajicich organizacich. Béhem roku 2010 centrum
wyslalo 361 dobrovalnikil do Gtrndcti socialnich a zdravotnickych zarizeni pro déti,
seniory a zdravotng postizené v Ostravé, Karving, Orlové, Bilovel a blizkém
okolt. Pro dobrovolntky zajitovalo potrebnd Skolent, supervizi a pojisténi.
Dobrovolnict vénovali své cinnosti témér* 13 000 hodin. Jako soucést centra
vzniklv roce 2009 Komunitn{ intervenént psychasocialnt tym (dale jen KIP tym),
ktery se loni UspESné zapojil do pomoci lidem postizenym povodnémi nejen
v Moravskoslezském kraji, ale i na Liberecku.

Volunteer Centres
Volunteering takes advantage of the desire people have to take part
in helping one another. ADRA volunteer centres motivate and train those
interested in volunteering and, at the same time, administratively ensure their
activities in host organisations, such as hospitals, children’'s homes,
infants’ homes, social care institutions, senior homes and other similar facilities
for people with disabilities due to age, illness or their social welfare situation.

Ceské Budgjovice
The volunteer centre in Ceské Budgjovice worked in three areas. Firstly, there
were humanitarian programmes in which volunteers gave one-time assistance
during crisis situations. Some of them have been trained in psychosacial assist-
ance or in coordinating volunteers in the event of floods. Secondly, there were
volunteer programmes ta care for seniors and people with disabilities. Volun-
teers in these programmes visited their clients regularly each week for one
or two hours. The volunteer centre signed contract of cooperation with seven
facilities, with some volunteers visiting their clients in their own home natural
setting. The centre works annually with approximately 250 volunteers. The third
area of focus was education through various lectures and meetings by visiting
schools and informing the public about the possibilities of volunteering in their
own area and also about ways of helping in the global perspective.

Frydek-Mistek, Havifov, TFinec
In 2010, the volunteer centre took part in activities in the Frydek-Mistek, Trinec
and Nowy Jigin regions, and the towns of Havifov and Gesky Tésin. It integrated
368 long-term volunteers into 30 programmes. Volunteers dedicated 18,466
hours to seniors, children, and those with physical disabilities or in social
exclusion. It continued its project of home hospice care and the lending of ad-
justable beds. Eighteen students took part in the student volunteer club, which
prepared seventeen events for clients of social welfare, as well as healthcare fa-
cilities. In Trinec, the City Civil Defence project continued with eleven volunteers.
A significant activity of the centre in 2010 was the rearganisation of its clothing
warehouse and the opening of a charity exchange shop, providing material sup-
port to 2,730 individuals. The exchange shop continues to be open on Tuesdays
and Wednesdays. In autumn of 2010, the centre began their cooperation with
the Romodrom association, helping in the educational programme for children.
Among the most significant of the centre’s yearly events were the opening
of a separate workplace in Havifov, a campaign on the occasion of Interna-
tional Volunteer Day, promotional activities at the Sweetsenfest music festival,
ADRA Days in elementary schools, and volunteer participation during the local
flooding.

Ostrava

The volunteer centre in Ostrava has existed for three years and its activities
continue to spread: in 2010, it took part in the successful placement of volun-
teers in four other host institutions. During the year 2010, the centre sent
361 volunteers to fourteen social welfare and healthcare facilities for children,



Plzen

The volunteer centre in Pilsen began its activities in 2010, supporting

the work of the humanitarian organisation ADRA by running an Easter
fundraising event. Centre volunteers began to visit a facility for seniors,
which was the centre’s first host organisation. Volunteers were made up of both
students and working people. Their activity was based on personal contact with

residents of the home and in taking part in programme activities of the facility,
such as Advent.

Prague

The Prague centre coordinated volunteer programmes for seniors and those
with physical disabilities at the Prague 2 Social Services Centre, at the Geriat-
ric Clinic of the Teaching Hospital in Prague, and at Gloria House, a care centre
for seniors in Prague 5. The target groups for the volunteer programmes were
predominately seniors or those threatened by social exclusion—especially

mothers with children. Volunteers aided seniors in their everyday activities

by visiting, reading aloud, playing board games, and accormpanying them dur-
ing walks and other group activities. Twice a month an art workshop was held
in the Prague 2 Social Services Centre. Forty-seven volunteers were involved

in these programmes.. Supporting the activities of the Nadéje Civic Association,

sixteen volunteers took part in distributing food packages to homeless people
during the winter months.

Prostéjov

Onthe basis of accreditation by the Ministry of the Interior of the Czech Republic,
the Prost&jov centre mediated the placement of volunteers into specific facilities
for seniors and those with physical disabilities. The centre provided volunteers
with necessary training, supervision and insurance, maintaining a database
of volunteers and cooperating organisations. In 2010, the volunteer centre
placed 140 volunteers to host organisations, such as senior homes, care cen-

tres for those with physical disabilities, hospices, and other facilities providing
social welfare services.

The volunteer centre organised and coordinated volunteers for activities
in social welfare facilities in the Zlin region. Under the umbrella of three
accredited programmes, volunteers spent time with seniors, those
with physical and mental disabilities, children, the Roma community,
and the underprivileged. In 2010, the centre placed 123 volunteers in Charita,
Diakonie, Hospice Gitadela, Protected Living Home, the senior home in Podlest,

These yearly activities are aimed not only at repainting
and grounds cleaning inthe complexes of the homes, but also at organising free-
time activities for the people in those facilities. In 2010, twenty-eight volunteers
took part in the summer brigades. The volunteer centre joined in the town’s
community planning as a part of a working group for the seniors, monitoring
the needs of developing volunteerism in Valasské Mezir{&{ and its surroundings.

In the past year, ADRA's branch office in Zlin focussed on three projects:
the volunteer centre, the Zlin KIP team and help for extraordinary situations.
The volunteer centre has been continuing its successful work already
for three vears. It cooperated with thirteen host organisations, sending out
more than 120 volunteers. It was successful in renewing its accreditation
with the Ministry of the Interior for working with seniors and those
with physical disabilities, and it also received new accreditation for volunteer
work with children and vyouths. The KIP team, another of Zlin's prin-
cipal activities, represents a group of volunteers providing psychoso-
cial help to citizens who have undergone a tragic event. Additionally
in2010,the ZlinKIPteam organised aregional conference entitled “Ue Know About
Each Other—Children and Extraordinary Events” which generated a highly positive
response. Thethird pillar of activityfor the ADRA Zlin branch office is helping during
extraordinary events. In 2010, it provided help to citizens who were affected
by the floods in Moravia (e.9. in Troubky or in the Bohumin region) and especally
inthe Liberec region during the August flooding.

Inojmo

The volunteer centre in Znojmo was founded on September 20, 2010 as the tenth
branch office of ADRA Civic Association. It began with the support of the city
of Znojmo as a request for volunteer activity from organisations providing social
services for seniors in Znojmo and its surroundings. In December 2010, the cen-
tre placed ifs first 25 volunteers in the Znojmo Social Services Centre to make
the lives of seniors in the Senior Home, in the Home with Special Services,
in Care Services and the Centre of Daily Services more liveable.

Development Education Programme PRVak
Similar to each vear, the purpose of the PRVak project was to promote

development cooperation among school educational programmes and, thus,
raise awareness about global issues among children attending kindergartens,
elementary schools and secondary schools. For kindergarten and elemen-
tary school teachers, seminars were prepared as an introduction to the issue
of global development education as it related to the new school reform
and the Framework Education Programme. During the vear, trained lecturers
prepared programmes and seminars about development topics with the help
of interactive teaching methods using various materials, such as photographs,
spots and stories. Teaching materials were created for educators at elementary
and secondary schools that can be used to implement global topics into teach-
ing curricula. Since 2007, PRVaK has organised summer camps for children,
apopular activity for children and parents in 2010; similarly, volunteer ADRA club

also continued to function during the year.

Art competition
The art competition is a part of the PRVak educational programme.

The purpose of it is to enable children to have the opportunity to obtain informa-
tion in an appropriate and comprehensible manner about development issues
and to begin to understand how people live in developing countries. The topic
of the fifth annual event was School as a basis of life, or education is neces-
sary for it". The competition is held each year for first-grade children. Their
assignment is to use their imagination and paint or draw what they think school
means, what it brings them and how they imagine schools look in countries
on the other side of the world. The competition was topped off with an exhibit
and announcement of the results in the National Museum, where the 50 best
pictures were exhibited. The competition was ended for the children

with a festive afternoon full of games and contests.

For example, in the Liberec region, several volunteers
visited flood victims even several months after the flood waters had receded.
The volunteers also assisted people in their own local communities.

In 2010, the Czech Republic was again affected by massive floods. In May, they
struck Moravia, where river levels rose as a result of heavy rain. ADRA par-
ticipated in the relief efforts particularly in the region of Bohumin and Troubky
as well as in several locations in the Zlin region. Floods struck again in August,

when heawy rain caused mainly the upper streams of rivers in the Liberec
and Ust{ nad Labem regions to overflow their banks. Those floods were
later evaluated as the third largest since 1997. During the relief efforts to help
the victims of the floods in 2010, ADRA organised mare than 2,000 voluntegrs
and collected CZK 1423 million in its fundraising campaign. In addition
to the material and financial assistance, trained volunteers and members
of the KIP Teams also provided psychological assistance to help peaple cope

with the crisis.

eDonation - know what your contributions are for!

elonation is an internet donation project for supporting development projects
of the humanitarian organisation ADRA. Donars do not contribute to the entire
project, but to a specific part of it, which they select themselves. For example,
on the website wwuw.edonation.cz it has been possible to purchase seedlings
for Mongolian farmers, pay for medical treatment for a child in Kenya or send
a child from a Moldova orphanage on a weekend trip. This innovative method
of donorship was launched in the autumn of 2008, and through it donors have
been able to contribute to projects in India and in Bosnia-Herzegovina. In 2010,
elonation supported projects in India, Kenya, Mongolia, Burma, Moldova
and Haiti. In December 2010, eDonation supported a Christmas promotional
campaign entitled ‘Donate a donkey!” which enabled people to purchase a work
animal for a Haitian farmer. Donkey farms are one of the planned corresponding

activities in the agricultural project in Haitt

ADRA Hero, addicted to help
The most important and most widespread realm of ADRA's domestic activities

is volunteering. In 2010, ADRA operated tuelve volunteer centres, which man-
age, train, motivate and organise volunteers in host organisations. Volunteers
also intervene during extraordinary events, such as floods. In 2010, more than
3,000 persons were involved in volunteer work. Their everyday work, dedica-
tion and hours of work done were the inspiration for the creation of the ADRA
Hero programme. This programme has made it possible to suppart the activities
and mission of ADRA by purchasing items from the “ADRA Hero, addicted to help”
collection. By purchasing a t-shirt, a water bottle or a flash disk, people have
been able to support a good deed for others and express sympathy with them.

Easter Fundraising Event
The annual Easter fundraising event is ADRA's biggest promotional activity
of the year. The ninth annual fundraising event was again under the auspices
of three celebrities, each of whom personified one third of the proceeds
from the fundraising event. Actress and politician Tana Fischerovd
was the patron of domestic projects, actor Miroslav Taborsky oversaw
humanitarian aid in the Czech Republic and abroad, and moderator Lejla Abbas-
ova lentherfaceto development projects abroad. The fundraising event took place
in eighty towns in the Czech Republic and was participated in by up to 3,000
volunteers, including many students and young people. The proceeds
from the fundraising activities equalled CZK 2,126,182 in 2010. The financial
resources were used to help the victims of floods in Bohemia and Moravia
as well as to help victims of the earthguake in Haiti, to support medical facility
in Kenya and to promote volunteering in different regions of the Czech Republic.

ADRA Hive

This nationwide project was created in the ADRA branch office in Zlin

as a response to the floods in Moravia in 1997. Its purpose was to expand
the network of small donors and create a reserve fund. The financial
resources obtained during the ADRA Hive project have been used for activities
such as the planned reconstruction project to alleviate the effects of flooding
in Pakistan..

365+ or Coin Daily
The 365+ or Coin Daily project, also known as Coin daily, is one example
of the humanitarian organisation ADRA's methods of long-term support
for projects. This form of donorship is based on affiliated membership
in the civic association ADRA based on completed registrations
and transfers of membership contributions to a bank account. Through
their support, affiliated members of ADRA contribute to the imple-
mentation of long-term projects in developing countries as  well
as in the Czech Republic. Without support from regular donors, it would
not be possible to realise projects focused on the development and operation
of a medical facility in Itibo, Kenya, the education of children in slums
and villages in Bangladesh, summer camps for Czech children and assistance
for homeless children in Ukraine. The membership contribution amount
is variable, and registration is possible for as little as CZK 1 daily
or GZK 365 annually. ADRA regularly informs its affiliated members via
a newsletter and publishes an annual report each vear. The 365+ or Cain Daily
project had almost 200 active members by the end of 2010.

EUROPE

ALBANIA
Increasing the level of perinatologic and neanatologic care in Albania
The guality level of medical care in Albania is generally very low. This is also true
for the obstetrics whereas the Czech Republic ranks among the world lead-
ers in this field. Albania is among the countries in the world with the highest
martality rates of infants and children under one year of age. The equipment
in medical facilities and the expert knowledge of medical staff in Albania
are insufficient. As part of this project, three Albanian physicians completed
residency training at a Prague teaching hospital, and professional consultations
as well as long-term cooperation in order to boost professional skills are also
planned for the future. ADRA has also supported the project by purchasing seven
heated hospital beds, which are effectively reducing infections and contributing
to the decline in infant mortality.

MOLDOVA
Integration programme of the Centre for Street Children in Vadul lui Voda
ADRA Czech Republic cooperated for three vears with ADRA Moldova,
which operates the Centre for Street Children in Vadul lui Voda, a town located
nat far from the capital city of Chigindu. The goal of the centre is to offer these chil-
dren shelter, food and education and to help them find lost family ties, increase
their self esteem and prepare them for future life in the community outside
of the integration centre. During the project, ADRA has managed to improve living
conditions in the centre and the overall level of care for the children. The centre
has one of the largest success rates for reintegration of children in Moldova,
and up to 25 % of the children have been reintegrated into their original families
or adopted by newly found families. Anather important function of the centre
has been capacity building and the professional skills improvement of its em-
ployees. At the end of the year, the project was placed under the administration
of the centre, and it continues to function independently.

Path towards pre-school inclusive education
People with disabilities are currently socially excluded in Moldova.
and most disabled people end up in institutions. Therefore, the pur-
pose of this project is to create mechanisms that facilitate access
to education for children with special physical and educational needs
and support their inclusion in the educational process and integration into
society as a whole. The first important step is integration of pre-school aged
children into regular kindergartens, which will enable them to continue
in regular elementary schools. ADRA is attempting to create capacity at one
model kindergarten, which will be capable of working with disabled children,
and based on this experience, it would like to support the Ministry of Education
with the creation of legislative norms for inclusive education.

SERBIA
Financial support for safe houses for victims of domestic violence
The main mission of the safe house is to reduce the occurrence of domestic
violence through long-term provision of services. The target group consists
of women of all ages, education levels and familial statuses who have become
victims of domestic violence and children who have witnessed this violence.
The safe house provides its clients with accommodation, meals and laundry
services. Clients can also make use of free legal services related to the issues
of domestic violence, divorce and property settlement following divorce. Clients
also have access to psychosocial services.

UKRAINE
Volunteer activities in Ukraine
For the third time in a row, ADRA Czech Republic has contributed to improving
the quality of free-time activities for children from an orphanage in Mukachev
in western Ukraine. Volunteers from the Czech Republic held a summer camp
for the children, which was an exceptional activity for them that enhanced their
otherwise relatively plain life in the orphanage. The summer camp for children
project also included active involvement in preparations and minor repairs
of the site.

ASIA

BURMA

Restoration and modernisation of homes of victims of the Nargis cyclone

This praject focused on improving the living conditions in the households

affected by the Nargis cyclone via restoration, securing and increasing

the strength of dwellings. In 2010, ADRA continued with the development
of dwellings and brought toilets to existing homes, which help ensure basic
hygiene habits. ADRA conducted training and provided technical support
in cooperation with the UN Programme for Human Rights. Experts educated
local inhabitants about construction of stronger homes, explained to them
the importance of safe home design and demonstrated better construction
methods. The local inhabitants were put to wark on the construction sites,
which gave them the oppartunity to improve their living conditions.

Boosting communities and civil society
In Burmese villages, development is not supported at the local level. Com-
munities are left to fend entirely for themselves and do not receive support
from the central government or from local authorities. People who are being
oppressed by the military regime are also not receiving basic support. ADRA
in cooperation with the organisation Action Ald is attempting by involving 30
relief workers who have undergone monthly training to get people involved
in their own communities in 30 villages so that they will be able to identify
their own needs. Based on joint activities and with the help of clearly formed
requests, they will be able to receive a small grant and improve their own living
conditions.

Reconstruction and stocking of water for the General Regional Hospital

with a maternity ward

The main goal of this project was to supply the General Regional hospital
with a maternity ward, which was significantly damaged during a military
conflict, with clean drinking water and construct a functioning sewer system

with a waste treatment facility. The project was finished at the end of 2010
and its activities were transferred to the local administration of the hospital.
Access to water for the hospital, which previously had to rely on wells
and water carried in buckets, has been ensured thanks to the project
by running tap water. The project has made it possible to ensure clean
and safe water for the entire hospital. Thanks to this unigue solution, the price
of this water is eight times lower than water originating from the municipal
water supply. The new hospital complex, which will be completed in 2013,
will be connected to this source of water, and the results of the project will
nat only be sustainable, but expandable as well to include other activities.

INDONESIA

Support for micro-enterprises run by women in the Pangandaran region

The Pangandaran region, where the micro-enterprise project was realised,
is located on the southern part of the island of Java, which in 2004 and 2006
was repeatedly struck by tsunamis. The area generally has been registering
increased seismological activity. The project focused on helping women build
their own small businesses. The women completed training, which pro-
vided them with knowledge about how to manage their business activities
and increase their skills. A savings and credit association was established, which
will support the micro-gnterprises even after the project has ended and will
continue to provide small lines of credit to women along with business advice.

MONGOLIA
Improvement of vegetable production in the province of Dornogobi
The aim of the nearly three-year project in the province of Dornogobi
was to assist rural families affected by long-term unemployment find more
stable and better quality ways to earn their living. This project amounted
to overall support for the development of fruit and vegetable production
as well as expanded use of alternative energy in vegetable production
in the Gobi desert. The main emphasis was placed on making water sources
available for irrigation. Extreme frosts, freezing of land and a large amount
of snow often made it impossible to carry out the activities, even despite
the huge efforts made by everyone involved in the project. Therefore, ADRA
decided during the last phase of the project to build special passively heated
greenhouses, Which ensured extension of the farming season by several months.
The main assumption for the construction design of these greenhouses
was that they could be placed in the ground and reinforced with perimeter walls
with a special insulation and accumulation layer.

In 2010, Mongolia was affected by an extremely harsh winter, which led
to the death of up to 10 million farm animals. As a result, many families lost their
own source of income and almost their entire property, and the country faced
the likelihood of serious famine. ADRA focused on the distribution of food pack-
ages obtained from humanitarian assistance resources provided by the Minis-
try of Foreign Affairs. ADRA provided 600 families from the most badly affected
areas With food packages with stocks of food for up to two months. Pack-
ages with vitamins and fruit juices were distributed to children, and pregnant
and nursing women were provided with special dietary supplements
and vitamins.

BangBaby
The BangBaby programme is focused on long-term support and improvement
of the lives of poor children in Bangladesh. With contributions from sponsors
of ADRA, this programme is ensuring education for children whose parents
or guardians cannot afford to pay school expenses for their children. Although
the main emphasis of the programme is education, it is also focused on essential
food, reconstruction and medical assistance. The programme is divided into two
parts. The first part is “direct sponsorship” which enables donors to support
individual children and students in their education in the following categories:
village - daily school, boarding school and support for an orphan. Over 1,700
childrenare involved in the project. The second part of the project focuses on sup-
porting slum schools and ensures education for children living in the poor slums
of Dhaka - the capital of Bangladesh. With the help of a team of local teachers,
approximately 700 children aged 5 to 10 are attending ten schaols. This project
was supported at the end of the year by the sale of calendars created in coopera-
tion with photographer Petr Sebl during a regular monitoring trip in 2010.

Besides the primary focus on educating Bengali children, the BangBaby
programme also focuses each year on several supportive projects closely
related to children’s health, the communities in which they study and improving
the qualifications of teachers. In 2010, eleven wells at village schools were re-
paired and the construction of a water treatment facility at the KMMS boarding

Housing and water resources for the inhabitants of Tangalle

The aim of this project was to support the restoration and development
of the living standards for families directly affected by the tsunami in December
2004 and low income families in the Tangalle region. This specifically included
the construction of new homes for families without suitable substitute hous-
ing, the replacement of temporary kitchen units with health compliant and safe
kitchens and ensuring quality and regular supplies of drinking water as well
as the construction of dry toilets in original villages. All of these enhancements
will improve living conditions for the population and promote basic hygiene.
Duetothe likelihood of repeat disasters, many of the inhabitants have been reset-
tled inland, which has made them unable to fish and continug in their traditional
wav of earning their living. Therefore, the project has included the restoration

and cultivation of fresh-water reservoirs suitable for fishing.

Better living conditions for orphans and seniors affected by armed conflict

The purpose of this project was to alleviate the effects of the armed conflict
in SriLanka in the northern province of Vavuniya. ADRA has attempted to assist
the mostvulnerable groups in the community forced to resettle, namely seniors
and orphans, and to ensure better living conditions for them. Ning institutions

Training for Burmese refugees in Thailand

Since 1984, inhabitants of Burma have been fleeing to Thailand at a massive
rate. The main reason for this has been to escape from conflicts and human
rights violations in Burma. There are currently approximately 150,000 refugees
in Thailand, who are concentrated in nine camps along the Thai-Burmese
border. The Thai government does not allow the refugees to engage in any
gainful activities and is not supporting their education, which has made them
dependent on assistance. ADRA has supported a project of ADRA Thailand, which
is focused on creating potential wavs for the refugees to earna living and helping
them prepare for life after they leave the refugee camps. The project is offering
them education in fifteen different fields, such as hairdressing, cooking, child-
care, medical care, car mechanics and carpentry. All of the courses are certified
and enable graduates to achieve a minimum level of skills and increase

Support for the Vocational School of Agriculture in Catabola

In May 2009, ADRA in cooperation with the Institute of Tropics and Subtropics
of the Czech Agricultural University in Prague launched a project focused
on building professional and technical capacities of the Vocational School
of Agriculture in Catabola and organising practical courses for farmers
and the agricultural community. The programme included the preparation
of school curricula, syllabi, teaching materials and timetables for particular
subjects as well as consultations and trainings for teachers. As part
of the process of securing technical background for class work, a computer
room was equipped at the school and a meteorological station and pedologi-
cal and parasitological laboratory were established. For practical trainings
technical workrooms were built, along with a processing centre for agricul-

tural products, practice fields and a school farm which includes demonstrations
of animal farming.

Consultation services in Catabola, Angola

The aim of this project is to improve the conditions for the development
of the Vocational School of Agriculture in Catabola and improve the quality
of consultation services for farmers in the district. The institutional basis
of the Vocational School of Agriculture will enable the sustainability of imple-
mented activities after the school’'s cooperation with the Czech Republic ends.
As part of the project, a demonstration field was established where cor-
rect procedures and work methods have been presented to local inhabitants
in a practical manner. The quality of the consultation services has been sup-
ported by trainings focused on the following topics: crop production - rotation of
crops, livestock farming, veterinary basics, fish farming, agricultural mecha-
nisation, irrigation, pedology and plant nutrition, processing of agricultural

ADRA
has been operating this medical facility since 2006. As part of reconstruction
in 2010, work was carried out to complete the construction of the new build-
ing of the bed section with a surgery and intensive care unit, which comple-
ment the already functioning outpatient care facility, surgery and the maternity

and dental sections. The area in front of the building is being continuously reno-
vated. The site of the hospital and the adjacent buildings are increasingly used
by local inhabitants as a place for meeting and spending free time. The successful
tradition of internships has continued and during the year the fourth and fifth
group of medics from the First Medical Faculty of Charles University participat-
ed in the training there. As aluays, the internship was followed by specialists
in tropical medicine, parasitology and dentistry. At the end of the year, a project
focused on the collection of dressing materials was launched, which was
a respanse to the obligation of drivers in the Czech Republic to replace the first
ald kits in their vehicles at the beginning of the vear. The old first aid kits will

be sent to Itibo during the vear, where they can be used at the local outpatient
care facility.

Support for the Flementary and Secondary School in Itibo

During this long-term project which was launched in 2010 in cooperation
with the Banking Institute, College of Banking, necessary reconstruction
of the Elementary and Secondary School in Itibo will be carried out
and the school will subsequently be supported to ensure that its pupils
are provided with quality elementary and secondary education in a suitable
learning environment with the use of appropriate teaching materials. The chil-

CARRIBEAN

HAITI

In January 2010, Haiti was struck by a devastating earthquake measuring

6.2 on the Richter scale. The epicentre of the earthquake was located close
to the capital Port-au-Prince. The total number of human victims was estimat-
ed at 200,000 and the earthquake caused more than $11 billion damage. More
than 1.2 million people were forced to leave their homes. The Haitian popula-
tion which even before the earthquake had been coping with extreme poverty
and the absence of a functioning state administration was left completely dev-

astated. Inhabitants who had to leave their homes often did not have access
to drinking water or food. Without support and systematic help, the country
could have faced a famine lasting several months. A consortium of European
ADRA offices in cooperation with ADRA Haiti began operating on site shortly after
the earthquake. It set up its regional office in Petit Goave, a smaller city located

in an agricuttural area where thanks to the presence of many administrative
bodies and accessibility to the capital a large number of non-profit organisa-
tions operate.

Tents and water for inhabitants of the village of Pika in the Petit Goave region
Inhabitants of the village of Pika were badly hit by the earthquake and most
of them were forced to leave their homes. A camp gradually providing shelter
for three quarters of the town’s entire population was spontaneously formed
in open space. However, the conditions in the camp were temporary
and it was not deemed desirable for people to live in it in the long term.
The camp had no access to drinking water and there was a major risk
of the spread of diseases. Therefore, the first project by ADRA focused on provid-
ing humanitarian assistance to families living in the critical conditions in the Pika
camp. The aim of this activity was to ensure dignified and safe conditions for life
inthe camp (by ensuring temporary shelters and temporary sources of drinking
water, distribution of protective blankets and health packages as well as medi-
cal check-ups and medicines) but mainly to motivate families to return home
as soan as possible and resume their normal lives (construction of long-term
dwellings, distribution of packages with household supplies), as well as to agri-
culture which was their main sources of income.

Another activity of the relief project was ensuring substitute sources of drink-

ing water which could be used in case of extraordinary events which are not
unusual in Haiti. ADRA transported sixteen mobile water treatment facilities
to the spot, manufactured in the Czech Republic specially for this purpose.
The treatment facilities also helped during the hurricane season and at the end
of the year during the cholera epidemic.

Support of agriculture in Petit Goave
In an effort to alleviate the effects of the earthquake in rural areas ADRA Czech
Republic and ADRA Canada chose to focus on agriculture and began jointly im-
plementing a two-year project which represents a transition from humani-
tarian assistance to long-term projects of rehabilitation and development. The
project is funded by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech Republic, ADRA
Canada, the Canadian Foodgrains Bank and from funds collected from the public
in the Czech Republic to help the victims of the earthquake in Haiti.
Aster the disaster the affected inhabitants moved en masse to their relatives
living outside of the city, where they consumed most of the crops for the next
season. Therefore, the first continuous activity of the project was the distribu-
tion of seeds and seedlings. During the vegetative cycles of the year, seeds were
provided gradually to 600 farmers. The distribution was closely combined
with agricultural training which was intended to provide farmers with basic
knowledge of planting, cultivation methods, composting, proper treatment
of crops (which helped prevent diseases and attacking of crops
by parasites), terracing, environmental protection and others. A lack
of knowledge and serious mistakes in used farming methods can greatly
reduce potential vield. The training was carried out in cooperation with
local trainers and with the Czech Agricultural University in Prague.
The project activities focused on four farms in the Petit Goave region which
were established on the land of partnering agricultural organisations. During
the project the farms will function as local agricultural centres for distribution,
trainings as well as meetings of beneficiaries to enable practising of acquired
skills. In the next year the project will also focus on corresponding activities
such as the purchase of livestock - donkeys and horses - for farms that will
serve both for transport and for demonstrations of proper care, the establish-
ment of seed banks on family basis and a school agricultural programme.

Reconstruction of the water source in Pika
As part of full restoration efforts, ADRA has become involved in a joint project
focused on the rehabilitation of water sources in Pika. The repairs have also been
carried out by ADRA Haiti, local organisation FHEADGE and German organisation
ARCHE NOVA, financial support has also come from ADRA Slovakia. The source

was a small water stream which became polluted, causing contamination
of water supplies. The entire repair work included the creation of two stations.
The first one provides supply water used by local inhabitants mainly to wash
dirty laundry and dishes. The second station is equipped with specially adjusted

filters, enabling it to serve as a source of clean drinking water suitable for direct
consumption.

FINANCIAL REPORT 2010

Sources of Income

ADRA funds its activities from various sources of income. As shown in the 2010

Income Structure chart, donations from private and public entities (individu-

als, companies, towns, municipalities, etc.) in the amount of 55 mil. CZK were
the largest source of income. The second most important source of income,
exceeding 32 mil. CZK, were public subsidies, awarded for specific projects
with a given time frame and under the supervision of the granting entity.

These subsidies usually require co-financing from ather sources. In 2010 ADRA
received b1 subsidies in the average amount of 551 thousand CZK.

ADRA also acts, based on an order from a public entity, as a supplier of a specific

humanitarian or development project. Income from such projects, as invoiced
to the public entity, is another important source of income.

More detailed overview of ADRA's received donations can be found in a sepa-
rate chart. One fifth of donations was allocated in 2010 to the BangBaby project.
This project was created to give children in Bangladesh the opportunity
of an education, more opportunities and a better standard of living. The ADRA
Foundation and number of individuals and companies are significant donars.

The Seventh-day Adventist Church (SDA) s an impartant donor as its contribu-

tions enable ADRA to cover indirect expenses not eligible for through many other
Sources.

Costs and funding of ADRA activities

The total ADRA costs in 2010 reached 96 mil. CZK. Those can be divided into
two basic categories - direct and indirect costs. Direct costs can be attributed
to specific projects. These expenses may be spent inthe Czech Republic or abroad
and take the form of a project staff salary, purchase of equipment, etc. ADRA
direct expenses include humanitarian assistance or a donation to people in need
or organisations. Indirect costs can for example include office rent, director’s

salary, public relations staff, car insurance, etc. These indirect costs can be
attributed to many different projects.

In 2010, two thirds of indirect costs represented salaries.
The average number of full time employees of ADRA totals to 42 and includes

several hundred part-time employees. Further up to 1550 volunteers worked
with ADRA in 2010.

Most of the project direct costs are covered by public subsidies and donations
for a specific purpose. It is rather difficult to cover indirect operating expenses
(Only 5 % of the income from public collection can be used to cover indirect
expenditure). Indirect costs are covered by non-specific donations and contri-

butions. It is rather challenging for ADRA to cover all its obligations to indirect
expenditure.

One of the main financial goals is to operate within balanced financial situ-
atlon. Long-term loss threatens the very existence of our organisation.
Therefore ADRA creates cost-efficient policies and uses its savings carefully;
salaries and other economic procedures are based on the SDA Financial policy.
ADRA has developed fundraising activities to ensure maximum financial

self-sufficiency. In 2010 ADRA operated with balanced budget and ended
up with positive economic result.

ADRAs control environment

ADRA is controlled both internally and externally. The internal controls
consist of standard internal monitoring policy by managers and directors.
ADRA is also audited by an independent internal audit committee. External
authorities and independent entities that provide subsidies to ADRA perform
regular audits. These authorities include social security department, health
insurance companies, tax office, ministries, regional offices, towns, employ-

ment offices and many others. ADRA's financial statements are also audited
by Primaska Audit Co.

Our other task is at the same time to responsibly manage the Foundation’s assets.
We are glad that thanks to investments in two funds we were able to earn adequate
financial support for other projects.

We value our cooperation with the company RUE, the patron of the Foundation,
we value the trust that that company firm places in our activities.
